
 
 

In the world famous Boston Marathon, there is a quarter-mile distance between mile 20 
and 21 known as Heartbreak Hill.  This is when an ascent of only 88 vertical feet can 
affect the toughest of world-class marathoners.  It is not the distance of the ascent, rather 
the timing and placement in the race that is the critical factor here. 

Such is the case with Word of Life Bible College we are building in Lucknow, India to 
preserve my father’s passion of soul-winning and church planting as well as sustain his 
legacy of being one of the first full-gospel pioneering church planters in this 
predominantly Muslim city. 

This is a beautiful campus with almost 39,000 square feet of buildings which will house 
112 resident students and staff including faculty.  The students will be immersed in: 

�   Bible  

�   Leadership 

�   Church Planting 

The plan is for students to come for short periods of time (3-4 months) and be immersed 
in Bible, Leadership and Church Planting to return to their places of origin and do 
strategic ministry. 

The budget for this entire project—land, buildings and total furnishings is $750,000.  
Thus far $522,000 has passed through our ministry.  As you can see we need $200,000+ 
immediately— we’re at Heartbreak Hill. 

The pictures below show the architectural renderings on completion as well as pictures as 
of  July 1, 2008.  This project began in May of 2006 and we will be celebrating its Grand 
Opening on November 25, 2008.  So much in such a short period of time.Many of you 
have given systematically over this period and I am grateful.
